INTRODUCTION

The Bhaktapur Cancer Hospital was established in 1999 under a Humanitarian Programme involving The Rotary International, The Nepal Cancer Relief Society and Government of Nepal Ministry of Health. It is a charity orientated non-profit making institution providing free treatment to destitute cancer patients in Nepal through funds raised under Cancer Upachar Dan Project. Today the Hospital treats more than five thousand new cancer patients a year. There is ever increasing demands for infrastructural development and The Rotary International and other International Institutions including America Nepal Medical Foundation have provided much needed equipments to meet these demands.

SMRITI BHAWAN (MEMORIAL BUILDING) INTERNATIONAL PROJECT

UKFOBCH launched this Project on 25 July 2004 with an objective to raise Rs.1 Crore with individual donations of Rs.1 Lakh each from two hundred Nepalese residing in UK, US and Nepal contributed in loving memories of their parents or any relatives who have sadly departed from this world. In US it is officially co-sponsored by America Nepal Medical Foundation (ANMF).
HALL OF MEMORY—The Smriti Bhawan will provide much needed rooms for the Hospital but also will have a special room ‘The Hall of Memory’ and the names of the each donor including the names in whose names the donations have been made would be permanently displayed on individual MARBLE SLABS on the walls. The Hall also will contain a special feature of reverence befitting the memory of the beloved departed. 

SMRITI DIWAS (MEMORIAL DAY) - Once a year all the donors who could attend will meet at the Hall of Memory and spend a moment together celebrating a solemn occasion in a befitting manner.

ADMINISTRATION

UKFOBCH and Bhaktapur Cancer Hospital Smriti Bhawan Committee in Nepal will jointly implement this Project and will follow the guidelines of UK Charity Commission regarding accountability, transparency, budgetary control, auditing and regular reporting to UK Charity commission. No money would be spent on administration and the services will be provided by sponsorships from various organizations.

PROGRESS TO DATE

We have received one hundred donations majority from Nepal and then from UK and from US. The site for construction has been identified within the present Hospital by demolishing the old and dilapidated building. The Memorial Building will provide a new Out Patient's Department, Laboratory, Dispensary and Diagnostic Rooms for CT Scan and so on. A Rotarian Architect from Kathmandu has prepared the plans and drawings voluntarily and his firm will supervise constructions without charges.
