3. browse the internet (previously via dial-up and recently through LAN net)

4. to send and receive e-mails 

5. draft and edit letters and print them

6. develop abstract and articles for national and international workshops and conferences

7. apply for various national and international competitive scholarships and fellowships

8. apply the membership of different national and international organization working with health promotion and research
9. print membership forms, articles and reports

10. develop curriculum of basic as well as clinical sciences
11. develop PAHS presentations and present them at National and International Institutions and Forums

These computers were initially used by two persons working in the MEU, but with the growth of PAHS, the size of MEU also expanded and hence productively utilized by all the MEU members to perform all the mentioned tasks above.

This facility developed with the generous support from ANMF, helped Mr. Shital Bhandary and Dr. Rashila Pradhan from the PAHS MEU to participate in the Fifth Asia Pacific Medical Education Conference (APMEC), held at National University of Singapore in January 2008.
